The following are the EDP areas of expertise for Master EDP.

If you wish to apply for an area not listed here, you will need to; define it and demonstrate its relevance to the industry. It must then be approved by the EDP commission.

Depth & breadth of knowledge and professionalism

In an attempt to quantify a person’s degree of knowledge of the electronic document

industry, the evaluators will be looking for evidence of a candidate’s competence of various

skills and roles throughout the document application lifecycle.

The candidate’s skills and roles are perceived to include:

• Requirements gathering

• Business analysis

• Technical analysis

• Stakeholder agreement

• Architecture

• Design

• Development

• Test and quality assurance

• Production

• Maintenance

The steps in the document production journey are equally wide ranging and relate to aspects such as:

• Data

• Document objects

• Composition

• Print streams and print stream manipulation

• Print distribution and server management

• Electronic presentation

• Archiving

• Print technology and process

• Inserting technologies

• Systematic document distribution
